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*Students studying Spanish are placed in one or two tracks by examination, heritage and nonheritage.  The course sequence for nonheritage 
track students is SPAN 1313, SPAN 1314, SPAN 2311, and SPAN 2312.  The course sequence for heritage-track students is SPAN 1373, 
SPAN 2301, SPAN 2302, plus one advanced Spanish (junior or senior level) of the studentôs choice.  In addition, students are required to 
complete their foreign language requirements in a single language track.

**Two hours for UNIV will be made up from the labs of MATH 1414, SPAN 1411 and/or SPAN 1412 if these courses are taken.  If not, student 
will be responsible for two additional hours.
