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Although following a pathway does not guarantee admission to Texas A&M-Kingsville, it gives you a clear roadmap to prepare for your major
and be well positioned to graduate on time. 
Candidates for a bachelorôs degree must have a minimum of 25% of total semester credit hours (SCH) required for the degree completed in 
residence at Texas A&M-Kingsville. Twenty-four of the last 30 SCH must be taken at Texas A&M-Kingsville. 
A major when specified as a degree requirement shall consist of a minimum of 24 SCH in one subject, 6 of which must be taken at 
Texas A&M-Kingsville. In English, the required freshman courses may not count as part of this amount. 
A minor shall consist of a minimum of 18 SCH in a subject closely related to the major. In English, the required freshman courses may not count 
as part of this amount. At least 50% of the work offered in the major field must be advanced, and at least 6 SCH of advanced work must be 
offered in the minor field.
