TEXAS A&M UNIVERSITY–KINGSVILLE  

 
� The SPRING graduating class of 2020 at Texas A&M University-Kingsville 

consisted of 944 graduates. Four of them received two bachelor’s degrees 
each. This makes a total of 948 degrees for SPRING 2020.  Out of 948 
degrees granted, there were 665 bachelor’s degrees, 271 master’s 
degrees, and 12 doctoral degrees. 

 

� Of the 944 graduates, 725 (77%) were from Texas, 18 (2%) were from 
other states when they entered the university, including Georgia (2), 
Kentucky (2), Ohio (2), Alabama (1), Arizona (1), California (1), Florida (1), 
Minnesota (1), Nebraska (1), New Jersey (1), New Mexico (1), New York 
(1), South Carolina (1), Utah (1) and Washington (1). 201 (21%) were from 
other countries or regions, including India (138),  Kuwait (21), Nigeria (12), 
Saudi Arabia (7), Mexico (4), China (3),  Niger (3), Bangladesh (2), 
Canada (2), Ghana (1), Guatemala (1), Jordan (1), Russia (1), Taiwan (1), 
United Arab Emirates (1), United Kingdom (1) and Vietnam (1). 

 
� The most frequent county of origin of in-state graduates was Nueces 

(117), followed by Hidalgo (104), Cameron (90), Kleberg (77) and Jim 
Wells (35).  

 
� Of the graduating class, 593 (63%) were minority students. 509 (77%) of 

the bachelor’s, 80 (30%) of the master’s, and 4 (33%) of the doctoral 
graduates were minority students.  

 
� Of the graduating class, 475 (50%) were female. 343 (52%) of the 

bachelor’s, 128 (47%) of the master’s, and 4 (33%) of the doctoral 
graduates were female.  

 
� Of the 661 undergraduates, 381 (58%) entered the university as first-time 

undergraduates and 280 (42%) entered as transfer students. Of the 381 
first-time undergraduates, 82 (22%) took at least one developmental 
course.  Of the 280 transfer students, 7 (3%) took at least one 
developmental course. 
 

� Of the 944 graduates, four were full-time university employees. One of 
them received a bachelor’s degree, two of them got a master’s degree 
each and the other was awarded a doctoral one.
